Scout Service Project at Audubon Sanctuary will benefit the Metrowest Area 
On Saturday, June 2, from 9:00 AM to 2 PM, Scouts from Sudbury’s Boy Scout Troop 1 and other members of the community will be installing custom-built bird houses at the Audubon Society’s wildlife sanctuary on Mafeking Road in Sudbury.    Everyone will be working under the direction of Tim West, a candidate for the Scouting rank of Eagle Scout. As part of the requirements for the Eagle Scout Award, Scouting’s highest achievement, a candidate has to plan, organize, and direct a community service project that will provide long lasting benefit to his community. 

This project will not only benefit the wildlife of the area, but also provide an enhanced educational experience to the thousands of visitors to the Audubon property each year. Tim’s interest in building the bird houses came about during a series of hikes he and his fellow Scouts took on the property in order to complete the Environmental Science merit badge. Working with the staff at the Audubon Society, Tim found some building plans designed for blue birds and located 20 sites on the Audubon property where they could be installed.  Scouts have been working for the past two weeks to construct the bird houses.
