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Ten Day High Adventure Trek at the Philmont Scout Ranch in Cimarron, NM, will Benefit Fourteen Boys from the Metrowest Area 
SUDBURY, MA (June 22, 2008) On Saturday morning, July 2, 14 Scouts and 4 adult leaders from Sudbury’s Boy Scout Troop 1 will be boarding a plane at Logan Airport for a flight to New Mexico, where the group will hike into the Sangre de Cristo mountains for a ten day camping trip. As part of the training for this wilderness backpacking adventure, Scouts and leader completed six weekend backpacking trips into the White Mountains of New Hampshire and became skilled and certified in wilderness survival and first aid skills. This trip to Philmont is the fifth trek in the past ten years for Scouts from Troop 1. Scouts involved in this year’s trek will be following the direction of elected Crew Leaders Rob Willis and Luke Foley, as well as Tim West, an Assistant Scoutmaster and Trek Adviser for Philmont 2007. The group’s itinerary will include a trip to Pike’s Peak and an overnight at the Air Force Academy in Colorado Springs. 
Each year over 20,000 Scouts and adult advisers from all over the country complete wilderness backpacking adventures at the Philmont Scout Ranch, which offers 200 square miles of rugged backcountry in which to build self-confidence and leadership skills.
